Example Book Review: Eragon by Christopher Paolini

The book “Eragon” by Christopher Paolini is a fantasy novel set in the middle ages. The author, Christopher Paolini, wrote this novel when he was 15 years old. “Eragon” was originally published in 2002 and is the first novel in Paolini’s trilogy.


The story takes place in the magical world of Alagaësia. The main character, Eragon, is a teenage boy who stumbles across a magic stone one day while hunting in King Galbatorix’s forest. Both boy and dragon seek out the people of the Varden, a hidden society of men and women who are fighting the evil kings rule. Eragon and Saphira know that the Varden can only be successful with the aid of a Dragon Rider. There are many twists and turns for Eragon and Saphira, making their journey to the Varden an adventurous one. 


I think “Eragon” is an excellent fantasy novel. It is an entertaining read that kept me guessing what was going to happen next. The characters are endearing, believable and memorable, and Paolini’s imaginative and descriptive “dark” creatures are gruesomely believable. I do not usually read fantasy novels, but reading this book has changed my perspective about the fantasy genre. I am anxiously awaiting the next installment in the “Eragon” series.
