English: Guidelines for Assignments
(Keep these guidelines in your English notebook and consult them regularly.)

NEATNESS COUNTS: While you may write, type or word-process your assignments, they should have a tidy appearance. Unless specified, I will not mark the rough drafts where you figured out what you were doing, although I will happily look at those with you to make suggestions. For marking I should receive material that has been proofread, corrected (and rewritten if necessary), containing a minimum of spelling and grammar errors. You should ALWAYS hand in your rough work with your final assignment. 

INK: Yes. Written assignments should be in blue or black ink. 


Pencils are for rough drafts and personal notes. 

DOUBLE-SPACING: This is a fairly simple thing. It will help you to prepare neater work. It will make that work easier for me to mark. ALL assignments (hand written or typed) should be double-spaced . (This note is.)

Title Pages: You need a title page for every major assignment. It should look something like this…


MARKING:  While the comments and marks I put on your work are there to help me assign it a value, they are also intended to help you improve things. When you get an assignment back, you should read them and figure out where you can change to get better. I will remark major assignments that have been corrected and resubmitted. I will give you a board sample of my most commonly used editing marks. Copy them here.

** Unless you are specifically asked, you do not need an image or decoration for your title page. Title pages are the last things you should do, and should be kept SIMPLE.
