With a partner, write and record 9 songs that showcase characteristics, ecological significance and life functions of the 9 phyla listed on your research sheet. Create a CD for submission, complete with a lyrics jacket and album cover. Rate yourself on a scale of 1 to 5 for your depiction of the 3 categories in each of the 9 songs you and your partner create.

Have fun with this project and feel free to borrow song melodies (i.e. “Living on a Prayer” could become “Living in the Intertidal Zone.”). You can use one or more genres of music (i.e. rap, country, rock) – whatever best enables you to address the three categories of information for each phylum. Remember that content is what counts in this project.
